Dear Parishioners,

One of the forces of nature that we have been unable to control
is unruly water. We are actually helpless when caught between
torrents of rain from above and surging water from below. It is
no wonder the ancestors of ancient Israel who lived between
the Tigris and Euphrates rivers characterised cosmic evil as
tumultuous water that only the great creator-God could control.
This is the scene described in the reading from Job. This water
is not destroyed,; it is only harnessed.

We will have to wait for the end of time for such water to be
abolished. (“The sea was no more” Revelation 21:1.) Belief in
God’s absolute power over chaotic water and cosmic evil lies behind the story of Jesus calming the sea. This
story doesn’t simply recount a display of Jesus’ extraordinary command over the forces of nature. While certainly
that, it is actually much more. It stands to reason that, if only the great creator-God can exercise control over this
fearsome watery threat, and if Jesus can effortlessly exercise control over such water, then Jesus is somehow
God.

In today’s Gospel, the audacious disciples, who initially were frightened by the ferocity of the squall, were
astounded by Jesus’ authority over the storm. They declared, “Who then is this whom even wind and sea obey?”
(Mark 4:41). It is clear from this story that Jesus is the real force of nature. Can you allow God to control your life?
Maybe this prayer might help you this week.

“Creator God, when life is overwhelming, teach us to pause and breathe, and then to look for your son Jesus in
the midst of the storm. We pray in his name. Amen.”

May there be peaceful moments for you this week.

IMPORTANT NEWS FOR ALL

ANTI-DISCRIMINATION BILL 2024 - We face a significant challenge with the
introduction of this Bill by the Queensland Government, which proposes stringent
restrictions on religious freedoms. This bill could greatly impact our ability to operate in
alignment with our faith values. Key Concerns: Restrictive employment standards for
religious organisations, Invasive secular definitions of ‘genuine occupational
requirements', and Disproportionate limitations on our religious practices.

WE NEED YOUR ACTION

Get Informed: Review the legislation explanation summary and/or the detailed

Contact Your MP: Voice your concerns to ensure our religious freedoms are protected. When MPs receive dozens of letters
on an issue, they realise how important it is.

SYNOD RECAP - Over the past few years the bishops invited all Catholics to contribute to the Fifth
Plenary Council by considering: what do you think God is asking of us in Australia at this time, and how
do we become a more Christ-centred Church? Over 222,000 individuals participated in the Plenary
Council process — through prayer, reflection, conversation, consultation, and discernment. A total of
17,457 submissions were received and distilled into eight themes, which became the focus areas for
two national gatherings of the Council members in 2021 and 2022.

Almost simultaneously, Pope Francis invited the Universal Church to participate in what is commonly

referred to as the “Synod on synodality”. From 2021-2024, Catholics from across the world have been
asked to discern together how the Church can proclaim the Gospel in accordance with the mission entrusted to her, and
what steps the Holy Spirit is inviting us to take to grow as a synodal Church. This idea of synodality is common to both the
Australian and the international processes. Synodality calls all the baptised to journey together, discerning what the Holy
Spirit asks of us. It calls all to “contemplate the face of Christ” in all the peoples and circumstances of our time.

On September 6th and 7th and October 11th and 12th of 2024, the Archdiocese of Brisbane will celebrate a Synod to mark
the next phase of the Plenary Council journey, the Implementation Phase.
